The Board appointed a Nominating Committee, chaired by Immediate Past President Jeffery Burley, who sought diligently among IUFRO Officeholders and Member Organizations to identify capable, willing, motivated and supported individuals.  The Committee’s proposals were subsequently discussed in several meetings and by correspondence by the Management Committee and the full voting Board who support the nominations.

The Board has sought to obtain balance in scientific expertise, geographic representation and gender. However, the need for commitment by the individual and support from his/her employer was a prerequisite for nominees to be considered.

8. Statutes and Internal Regulations
In May, the IUFRO Secretariat circulated a ballot vote among the IC in which several changes in the Statutes were proposed: change of the number of auditors, change in the number of terms of office of Research Group and Working Party Coordinators and Deputy Coordinators, change of title of "Executive Secretary" to "Executive Director" as well as several changes necessary for the Statutes to be in conformity with the legislation of the host country of the Secretariat (Austria).

In May, the IUFRO Secretariat circulated a ballot vote among Board members on changes in Internal Regulations, namely the adjustment of membership fees. On the recommendation of the Management Committee, it was proposed to include in the Internal Regulations a clause providing for an adjustment of membership fees by a percentage matching the inflation rate of the country hosting the IUFRO Headquarters (Austria). The Board now recommends to the International Council to approve this change in membership fees.

9. Venue of Congress 2010

Bids from four countries were received in the bidding process. Following the evaluation of these bids received by IUFRO for hosting the IUFRO Congress 2010 against the criteria for selection (Annex 3 of the IUFRO Statutes), South Africa and the Republic of Korea (Korea) were invited to give a 20-minute presentation during the Board meeting in Seoul, Korea, 13 – 14 October 2004, describing their bids for the IUFRO Congress 2010.

Both countries presented excellent bids with perfect facilities to host an IUFRO World Congress. The Board took note of the presentations of both bids and the subsequent questions and responses. The President had visited both Congress venues in advance and noted that both venues would fulfil the requirements of IUFRO Congresses, such as rooms for parallel sessions. Those voting members of the Board present at the Board meeting in Seoul were then invited by the President to discuss the two bids. After the discussion, the Board Members gave their vote on the location of the IUFRO Congress 2010 and recommended the Republic of Korea as host of the IUFRO World Congress 2010.
Task of the IC:

10. Proposals from Member Organizations

According to the Statutes, every member has the right to submit proposals to the International Council. Proposals should be transmitted in advance to the President of the Union who will provide for their inclusion in the agenda of the IC meeting.
