Three candidates have been proposed for Honorary Membership. Their nominations have been approved by the Honours and Awards Committee and by the Board.
The candidates are:

1. Jeffery Burley, UK
A forest geneticist by training, Jeff Burley worked for UNESCO and the Commonwealth Forestry Institute at Oxford University. He was a University Lecturer at and then Head of the Department of Forestry at Oxford and later became Director of the Oxford Forestry Institute. 
He is currently Chairman of the Marcus Wallenberg Prize Selection Committee and, in addition, he is Director, Adviser, Councillor or Member of: British Council’s Science, Engineering and Environment Advisory Committee; Commonwealth Forestry Association; Earthwatch Europe; International Society of Tropical Foresters; Italian Academy of Forest Science; and Royal Swedish Academy of Agriculture and Forestry.
Professor Burley has also undertaken some 60 personal and official consultancies for such organizations.

IUFRO Activities
In 1971 Jeff Burley (together with Garth Nikles of Australia) established the first research unit within the International Union of Forestry Research Organizaitons to deal specifically with tropical problems (forest genetics and tree breeding).  Since then, he became successively Working Party Chairman, Subject Group Leader, Division Coordinator, Vice-President for Programme, President and Immediate Past President of the Union:

Jeff Burley showed great experience, integrity and devotion in his service for IUFRO. With remarkable dedication he worked his way through the Union from Working Party Deputy Coordinator to President. In the latter position he led IUFRO into a direction that had hardly been followed before: he introduced IUFRO into global forest processes and proposed the Union as a provider of updated scientific information to contribute to policy decisions. This considerable evolution was acknowledged by IUFRO reviewers in 1999. Under his presidency, IUFRO held for the first time of its 108 years of existence an outstanding congress in a developing country, Malaysia.

2. Heinrich Schmutzenhofer, Austria
A forest entomolgist by training, Heinrich Schmutzenhofer worked as lecturer at the Vienna University of Agriculture and later at the Institute of Forest Protection of the Federal Forestry Research Centre where he also held the position of Head of Department of Forest Entomology. 

He undertook numerous consultancies for the Food And Agriculture Organization (FAO) in Asia (Bhutan and Vietnam) as well as in Latin America (mostly El Salvador and Colombia). 
IUFRO Activities

Heinrich Schmutzenhofer became involved in IUFRO in 1976 when he became Chairman of Working Party S2.07-07 Pine Insects in the Tropics. In 1982 this Unit's scope was expanded to Protection of Forests in the Tropics. In 1988, Heinrich Schmutzenhofer became Secretary of the Union, until 1995 on a part-time basis and from 1995 to 2000 as full-time IUFRO Secretary. In 2001, the position was renamed to Executive Secretary and was held by Heinrich Schmutzenhofer until December 2003. In 2004, he acted as IUFRO Representative for Latin America and he continued his work for Latin America in 2005 as Deputy Coordinator of Working Party 6.03.04 Red de información forestal para América Latina y el Caribe:

Heinrich Schmutzenhofer carried out his work in all his positions in IUFRO with great enthusiam and energy. With imagination and perseverance, he transformed the IUFRO Secretariat into a modern management unit and set in motion such vital actions as a renewed and strengthened cooperation with the Austrian government and the installation of new global electronic connections within the Union and thus enabled the IUFRO Secretariat to successfully coordinate the widely-spread activities of IUFRO. 
After his retirement as IUFRO Executive Secretary, he continued his activities for IUFRO and in particular for Latin America and is as dedicated in his work for IUFRO as ever.
3. Jacob L Whitmore, USA
A forester and silviculturist by training, Jacob "Les" Whitmore joined the Institute of Tropical Forestry, Puerto Rico, as research forester and later did research and taught at CATIE, Turrialba, Costa Rica. Later, his research involved tropical forest plantations and life zone ecology. In 1980, he joined the USDA Forest Service headquarters in Washington, D.C.,  and served in a variety of assignments. In addition to these formally employed posts, Les Whitmore undertook a number of advisory, consultancy and editorial activities
IUFRO Activities

Les Whitmore's introduction to IUFRO occurred at the IUFRO World Congress in Gainesville, Florida, in 1971. In 1977, he established Working Party 1.07-09 Silviculture in Latin America (later renamed to Wood production in the neotropics via plantations) which he chaired until 1986. From 1987 to 1990 he was Deputy Coordinator of Division 1 and became Coordinator from 1991 to 1997. In 1997 he became Vice-President Administration by default, due to the early resignation of Jerry Sesco, a role that he fulfilled until 2000:

In all his posts in IUFRO, Jacob L Whitmore offered the Union his dedicated and extended service as well his personal integrity. He used his knowledge of organizing and attending conferences of various types and sizes to review the IUFRO booklet "Planning a Conference" (originally prepared by Dr. Robert Callaham). He also was instrumental in establishing the structure of the new Divisions 7 and 8 which were originally part of respectively Division 2 and 1 and which were formally established at the 1995 IUFRO World Congress in Tampere Finland. As Vice-President Administration, he was responsible for the overall structure and administration of IUFRO; as ex-officio member of the Policy and Planning Committee, he contributed strongly to the re-thinking about IUFRO as it entered the new millenium. He fulfilled all the roles he held in IUFRO in an exemplary fashion.
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
