Adjustment of  membership fees 
In May, the IUFRO Secretariat circulated a ballot vote among Board members on changes in Internal Regulations, namely the adjustment of membership fees. On the recommendation of the Management Committee, it was proposed to include in the Internal Regulations a clause providing for an adjustment of membership fees by a percentage matching the inflation rate of the country hosting the IUFRO Headquarters (Austria). The Board now recommends to the International Council to approve this change in membership fees.

SECTION XI - Subscriptions and Membership Fees (Statutes Article XVII)

Relevant Section of Internal Regulations to read:

(…)
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As of January 2003, the basic annual subscription for Member Organizations is arranged in four groups according to an adapted World Bank classification of countries: I- low income countries, 100,— Euro (EUR); II- lower middle income countries, 200,—EUR; III- upper middle income 300,—EUR, IV- high income countries 400,— EUR. In addition, each Member Organization pays 100 EUR for every 10 research workers as defined in paragraph 1. Numbers will always be rounded up to the next 10; for example, 4 would be counted as 10 and 93 would be counted as 100. Thus, the minimum subscription for any Member Organization is 200 EUR for class I; 300 EUR for class II; 400 EUR for class III; and 500 EUR for class IV.


Submembers and sub-submembers can be granted exemption of payment of the basic subscription of 100,— EUR for submembers in class IV-high income countries and 50,—EUR in class III by the Board, but need to pay the additional membership fee depending on the number of researchers. This fee may be made chargeable to the corresponding main Member Organization upon its agreement.


The annual membership fees may be adjusted by the Board in accordance with the average annual inflation rate in the IUFRO Headquarters host country. The International Council shall be informed accordingly.
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
