PROXY VOTE

During the IUFRO World Congress, two meetings of the International Council (IC) will be held, in which the IC will need to take decisions on numerous issues. However, in order for the IC to be able to take valid decisions, delegates from more than half of the countries in which IUFRO has member organizations (currently 112) must be present for a quorum to be achieved (quorum thus: 57). Traditionally, it is difficult to achieve a quorum. Therefore, IC representatives who are unable to attend have the possibility of granting a proxy to the President.

This means that those members of the IC who are not able to attend the International Council and who cannot authorize another person from a member institution from their country (no one registered from that country), can submit their vote (pro or con for each issue) in advance to the President by fax or e-mail, with a copy to the Secretariat.

9. Venue of Congress 2010

Bids from four countries were received in the bidding process. Following the evaluation of these bids received by IUFRO for hosting the IUFRO Congress 2010 against the criteria for selection (Annex 3 of the IUFRO Statutes), South Africa and the Republic of Korea (Korea) were invited to give a 20-minute presentation during the Board meeting in Seoul, Korea, 13 – 14 October 2004, describing their bids for the IUFRO Congress 2010.

Both countries presented excellent bids with perfect facilities to host an IUFRO World Congress. The Board took note of the presentations of both bids and the subsequent questions and responses. The President had visited both Congress venues in advance and noted that both venues would fulfil the requirements of IUFRO Congresses, such as rooms for parallel sessions. Those voting members of the Board present at the Board meeting in Seoul were then invited by the President to discuss the two bids. After the discussion, the Board Members gave their vote on the location of the IUFRO Congress 2010 and recommended the Republic of Korea as host of the IUFRO World Congress 2010.
