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IUFRO World Congress Underlines Importance of Quality Research Across the Full Range of Forest-related Sciences
From 5-11 October 2014, the 24th IUFRO World Congress "Sustaining Forests, Sustaining People: the Role of Research" brought together more than 3,500 participants from more than 100 countries in Salt Lake City, Utah, USA. The Congress offered an extraordinary opportunity for scientists and practitioners to present and discuss their latest findings and current activities in forest research. (http://iufro2014.com/)

Special thanks for the excellent organization of this successful event are due to the Congress host, the US Forest Service, and particularly to the wonderful teams of both the Congress Organizing Committee (COC) and the Congress Scientific Committee (CSC). 
In his closing remarks, Rich Guldin, Chair of the COC, stated, "This Congress was truly unique bringing together so many different aspects of the world of forestry in a dynamic and successful collaboration with the Society of American Foresters and the Canadian Institute of Forestry." For his long-standing and exceptional services to IUFRO, Rich Guldin received IUFRO's Distinguished Service Award (DSA).
John Parrotta, IUFRO's new Vice-President and Chair of the CSC, underlined the importance of the Congress, "Forests and trees play a critical role in the sustainable development of human societies worldwide. The 24th IUFRO World Congress took place one year before a new United Nation's post-2015 development agenda will be launched and the Sustainable Development Goals come into effect."  The more than 1,200 oral presentations and nearly as many poster presentations in five plenary, 19 sub-plenary, and over 170 technical and poster sessions during the Congress week have certainly contributed substantially to providing a solid base of scientific knowledge that is crucial to achieving these goals. 
Tree Planting Ceremony

On Sunday, October 5, a tree planting ceremony was held to commemorate the 24th IUFRO World Congress. In keeping with IUFRO tradition, four trees were planted as a gift to the host city during the ceremony: Cedar of Lebanon, Pinyon pine, American chestnut, and European beech. Niels Elers Koch, IUFRO President, was on hand to present the trees to Salt Lake City. Robert Bonnie, USDA Under-Secretary for Natural Resources and the Environment, and U.S. Forest Service Chief, Thomas Tidwell, also offered remarks on the importance of forest research and the international exchange of knowledge. 

Pre-Congress Training

A Pre-Congress Training Session was held at the Snowbird Resort in Utah from September 29 to October 2.  A total of 69 participants traveled from 30 countries to attend the five-day session sponsored by IUFRO's Special Programme for Development of Capacities (http://www.iufro.org/science/special/spdc/). "In a friendly and positive atmosphere, this training enhanced the competence of participants in research methods and communications – where science interacts with society at large," said Michael Kleine, IUFRO Deputy Director and Coordinator of IUFRO-SPDC.

The Salt Lake City Declaration
Forests and trees play a critical role in supporting the livelihoods and quality of life of people worldwide, providing income opportunities, sustaining agricultural productivity, food security and nutrition, providing adequate supplies of clean water, affordable and sustainable sources of renewable energy and forest-based products. Forests and trees also hold the key to our future well-being, improving the environmental quality of growing urban centers, contributing to the mitigation of, and adaptation to, climate change, and the conservation of our planet's biodiversity upon which our survival will ultimately depend.

The 24th World Congress of the International Union of Forest Research Organizations (IUFRO) "Sustaining Forests, Sustaining People: The Role of Research", brought together 2,500 scientists from more than 100 countries, and 1,200 professional foresters from North America. It provided a unique forum for presentation and discussion of current and future global research needs in forest science.  The Congress explored the role of science in crafting practical measures to enhance the resilience of forests and their capacity to provide the environmental, economic, social, cultural, spiritual and health benefits that sustain rural and urban societies worldwide.

Based on this World Congress, IUFRO commits itself to expand and intensify its efforts to develop and promote integrated solutions to the interrelated economic, social and environmental challenges we must face together. These efforts will also inform the discussions that will take place next year at the XIV World Forestry Congress 2015 and other important gatherings, including the United Nations Forum on Forests, which will promote ongoing efforts towards achieving a coherent and integrated development agenda beyond 2015.

Pursuing these goals will require effective collaboration among people across landscapes, sectors and disciplines. During the next five years, IUFRO is committed to building on the strengths of its current global network. In particular, IUFRO will expand its interdisciplinary research and partnerships with scientists in related fields, and broaden its dialogue with, and service to, other organizations, communities, land managers and policy-makers.

The need for international cooperation in forest research and the dissemination of research findings has never been greater. As the global network for forest science, IUFRO shall do its utmost to meet this need.

In the Bog – the Ecology, Landscape, Archaeology and Heritage of Peatlands

The conference held on 3rd to 5th September, in Sheffield Showroom & Workstation, Sheffield UK, brought together speakers and poster presentations from a range of disciplines, backgrounds and countries to examine the fascinating ecologies, heritage, histories and functions of peat bogs across the world. Raising often neglected topics and aspects of peat resources, the meeting addressed key paradigms in peatland research from restoration for landscape and ecosystem functions to the generally neglected histories and heritage in the bogs. Peat environments provide major ecosystem services but they also provide unique archives of human usage and of past climates. 

The presentations covered a range of disciplines, and gave a global perspective to the ecology, landscape, archaeology and heritage of peatlands. From a description of tropical peatlands and the multiple threats they face from deforestation and agricultural plantations; climatic effects on temperate peatlands through lack of rainfall and the anthropogenic effects on these landscapes over millennia; to monitoring vegetation changes on peatland restoration schemes. This broad span of topics facilitated some interesting discussions and challenged thinking for both delegates and speakers alike. The inter-disciplinary nature of the conference brought together historians, ecologists, archaeologists, land-managers, peatland-restoration specialists and climate-change scientists. Many of whom agreed that they seldom talk to each other and know little of each other's work – this conference was seen by them as an 'eye-opener'.

The fragile nature of Peatland ecosystems across the world was highlighted continually. They are facing multiple indirect and direct threats which would not only destroy their individual integrity but could have far-reaching implications for global climatic environmental changes. They are often under-valued and sometimes un-recognized and affected by Governmental economic and social policies that do not fully take into account their contribution to a range of ecosystem services.  

Cross-disciplinary studies and research are key to furthering the understanding of these systems and bringing them to the notice of the general public as well as academics and practitioners. 

Through this conference and the exchange of views and ideas there are already several potential new areas of support, workshops and collaborative projects being discussed. One of which is to hold an annual informal low-cost 'Peatlands' network meeting to exchange updates, ideas and research and to help coordinate activities and future directions. A fuller report of the key presentations and the abstract list can be found on the www.ukeconet.org website. Proceedings from the conference will be published later in the year. Some of the themes from this year's conference are being picked up and expanded for further presentations at next year's September conference in Sheffield, Wilder by Design II.

Sixth International Symposium on Physiological Processes in Roots of Woody Plants

Some 120 participants gathered at Nagoya University, Japan, on Sep 8-13, 2014, for the sixth symposium on physiological processes in roots of woody plants.  The first symposium was held in Ithaca in 1995, with subsequent meetings in Nancy 1999, Perth 2003, Bangor 2007 and Victoria 2010. 37 oral presentations and about70 poster presentations covered the latest research on a diversity of topics in woody root physiology, development and turn-over:

a) Nutrient uptake and utilization by woody plants

b) Water acquisition by woody plants

c) Root interactions of individuals and species of plants

d) Root development and turnover

e) Belowground carbon allocation

Many presentations covered the importance of mycorrhizae to plant nutrient uptake and soil carbon pools.  Emphasis was placed on the major influence of root morphology and mycorrrhizal exploration type on function.  Other work highlighted the long residence time (centuries to millennia) of carbon in soils of cool temperate and boreal ecosystems and the implications for carbon storage.  The general conclusion was that much more research is required to understand root function, their interactions with soil microbes, bacterial and fungal, and their contribution to soil nutrient and carbon cycling.

The seventh symposium on physiological processes in roots of woody plants will be held in Tartu, Estonia in 2017. Special issues in several journals including articles arising from results presented at the symposium will be published.
