1. AGROFORESTRY -- A land-use system that involves deliberate retention, introduction, or mixture of trees in crop and animal production systems to take advantage of economic or ecological interactions among the components. (Definition adapted from the Society of American Foresters (SAF) Dictionary of Forestry.)

2. COLLABORATIVE MANAGEMENT -- The arrangements for management that are negotiated by multiple stakeholders and are based on a set of rights and privileges (tenure) recognized by the government and widely accepted by resource users; and the process for sharing power among stakeholders to make decisions and exercise control over resource use. (Definition from the Food and Agriculture Organization's (FAO) The Participatory Process for Supporting Collaborative Management of Natural Resources: An Overview, 1999).

3. COMMUNITY FOREST -- A forest owned and generally managed by a community, the members of which share its benefits, share the same interests and objectives in managing the resource, and have the ability to control decision-making. (Definition adapted from the SAF Dictionary of Forestry and Communities and Forest Management in Western Europe, IUCN, 2001).

4. ECOLOGICALLY SUSTAINABLE FOREST MANAGEMENT -- Forest management and use in accordance with the specific objectives of ecologically sustainable development. The objectives of ECOLOGICALLY SUSTAINABLE FOREST MANAGEMENT are to maintain or enhance the full range of forest values such as biodiversity; productive capacity; ecosystem sustainability, health, and vitality; soil and water conservation; positive contribution to global geochemical cycles; long term social and economic benefits; and cultural heritage values for present and future generations. (Definition adapted from the Farm Forestry Support Extension Office, Greening Australia).

5. EXTENSION FORESTRY -- A process of integrating indigenous and derived knowledge, attitudes, and skills to determine what is needed, how it can be done, what local cooperation and resources can be mobilized, and what additional assistance is available and may be necessary to overcome particular obstacles in achieving forestry objectives. The main purpose of EXTENSION FORESTRY is to help people examine the opportunities that exist to expand their natural resource base and property utilization potential. EXTENSION FORESTRY may be applied to provide solutions for the allevia> tion of a range of land management and/or property income problems by using forestry techniques. (Definition adapted from the FAO's Forestry Extension Methods, 1987).

6. FARM FORESTRY -- The integration of commercial tree growing on private land. FARM FORESTRY can be in the form of plantations, woodlots, timber belts, alleys, wide-spaced tree plantings, as well as the management of native forests on farms. FARM FORESTRY, as distinct from environmental, horticultural, or ornamental plantings, has the intent of commercial timber production; and relies upon appropriate planning and design so as to compliment or enhance adjacent agricultural practices. FARM FORESTRY may include, where appropriate and compatible, grazing and/or inter-row cropping. (Definition adapted from the Farm Forestry Support Extension Office, Greening Australia). 

7. PARTICIPATORY FORESTRY -- Forestry programs which involve processes and mechanisms which enable all relevant stakeholders to be part of decision-making in all aspects, ie. from managing the resources to the formulation and implementation of institutional frameworks. (Adapted from the Forestry Policy and Institutions Branch of the FAO Forestry Department).

8. PARTICIPATORY RURAL APPRAISAL -- A process by which researchers, extensionists, and end users such as farmers and/or forest owners analyze a cross section of farms or forests to discover the major issues faced by end users and the reasons the issues exist, and assess the research and education needs to resolve those issues. (Definition adapted from A.W. van den Ban and H.S. Hawkins book entitled Agricultural Extension, 1996).

9. SOCIAL FORESTRY -- Forestry programs that purposely and directly involve local people, their values, and their institutions. (Definition from the SAF's Dictionary of Forestry).

10. TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER -- The transfer of ideas, information, methods, procedures, techniques, tools, or technology to potential users. Note: Methods of technology transfer include scientific publications in peer-reviewed journals, articles in management-oriented publications, computer programs, training sessions, tours, workshops, etc. (Definition adapted from SAF's Dictionary of Forestry).
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
